3. Turn LEFT onto WI-44 N/WI-91 E. Continue to follow WI-44 N.

4. Turn RIGHT onto KNAPP STREET RD.

5. Turn RIGHT onto POBEREZNY RD.

From South of Oshkosh driving North:

1. Take US-41 North toward OSHKOSH/APPLETON/GREEN BAY.

2. Take the WI-44/RIPON RD/US-41-BR exit- exit number 116- toward SOUTH PARK AVE.
3. Take the WI-44 N ramp toward OSHKOSH.

4. Turn SLIGHT RIGHT onto W SOUTH PARK AVE/WI-44 N.

5. Turn RIGHT onto KNAPP STREET RD.

6. Turn RIGHT onto POBEREZNY RD.

Flying In:
